The above are the Ellot/Elhot/Elhot on the 1630 muster
rolls. If one is English one would likely conclude that
Elliot 1s the name of Ulster, or that the name Elliot was
misspelled, and should not be Ellot but should be Elliot.
One 1s allowed to believe what one may. The OCR
(optical character recognizer) spells the name Eliot. The
concept that the name could be properly spelled to a true
Englishman, 1s not acceptable. That 1s the problem
which my relatives had with their Ulster Ellot name in
the English Puritan American Plantation.
